2. At the June 2016 meetings, committee members requested for more
substantive information on project circumstances, specifically their submission and
approval delays as well as reasons for slow disbursement. In response, the Climate
Investment Funds Administrative Unit (CIFAU) identified reasons for submission
delays and possible causes for low disbursement (see Annex A). Multilateral
Development Banks (MDBs) contributed by providing inputs (project-by-project
basis) on remedial measures that fast track project clearances. They also shared
disbursement deviation information and planned actions to ramp up funds
utilization.
